Directions : If coming from Reading / Didcot / Steventon direction on the A417 Reading Road the turning to
The Greenway is on your left opposite The Hare Public house. If coming from Wantage on the same road it will
be on your right. Proceed straight along The Greenway which turns into Ginge Road. Haybarn is around a mile
and half along the road on the left. Parking Directions : The farmyard on the left just past the house
“Haybarn” is where we will be parking. Please park sensibly not blocking any entrances. The WhatThreeWords
point is the centre of the farmyard but please make use of all space with first people attending parking
towards the back. Please ensure all droppings are picked up and taken with you. There must be no mess left
at the farmyard.
