  1. The Pony Club Hat Rule is mandatory.  For cross-country riding over fences 

    0.80m high and above; a jockey skull cap with no fixed peak, MUST be worn.  

    All Hats must be tagged.   An approved Body Protector must be worn.  

  2. The decision of the judge is final. Any objection must be made to 

      The Secretary with a deposit of £20, refundable if the objection is upheld.  

  3. The organisers reserve the right to disqualify anyone for misuse of 

       whip or spurs, dangerous riding or any horse in poor or lame condition  

  4. Stopwatches are not allowed in any class. 

  5. Horses/ponies must not be left unattended at any time. 

  6. Combination of horse and rider cannot enter more than 2 classes.       No horse can 

compete more than once per class., or twice in total.  

  7. The decision of the judge is final. 

   8. The organisers reserve the right to disqualify anyone for misuse of whip or spurs, 

dangerous riding or any horse in poor or lame condition. Please see this years PC 

Rules on the whip and the use of the whip which is eventing rule book 2024 page 

16/17.
